To receive a New York State GED, you must
successfully complete the GED test in New
York State.

To take the New York State GED, you must
have been a resident of New York State for at
least 30 days.

Generally, you must be 19 years old to take
the GED test in New York State.

Certain exceptions apply; learn more about eligibility if you are
underage)

It Is free to take the GED test in New York
State.

There is no online GED test option in New
York State; you must take the test at a testing
center.

(Allow 1 — 2 weeks)

Whatyou’ll need

« Copy of valid ID (driver’s license or learner’s permit)

« Copy of the incorrect diploma with the error clearly
circled/highlighted/indicated

« Alegible request in writing indicating the change (“My
name is Jon Smith. On the GED you can see it was
spelled John Smith. Please use my driver’s license to
prove the exact spelling.”)

 The HSE Department will not follow up with a
notification of a completed change. Requestors are
encouraged to follow up after two weeks to see if the
changes have been made. Call 518-474-3852 and
press 2; then press 1 (English) or 2 (Spanish) and
press 7 to speak to an operator.
